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In most cases, a 3 should indicate reasonable performance.  A score of 5 should be unusual.

I.  Interpretation of computing materials

1. Describes some purposes (half or less), but not all

2. Good descriptions of most purposes
3. Accurate descriptions of the purposes, but not necessarily clear

4.  Accurate, clear descriptions of all purposes

5.  Accurate, clear, and complete, and also provides useful insights beyond what is in the code.  To achieve this level, the descriptions must make use of combinations of purposes to provide the new insights.

II. Summarizing articles

1. Summary is not accurate

2. Accurate, but misses important points

3. Accurate and complete, but provides no new insight
4. Accurate and complete.  Provides some insight as to strengths or weaknesses of the work

5. Accurate and complete.  Provides insights concerning potential applications of this work to other situations.

III.  Problem solving

Should provide separate scores for design, implementation, testing, and debugging.

1. Significant mistakes or incomplete

2. Insignificant, if any mistakes, but does not include justifications.

3. Accurate with minimal justifications

4. Accurate with good justifications

5. Accurate with insightful justifications

IVa Multiple Solution analysis

1. Significant mistakes or incomplete.

2. Provides only one possible solution

3. Multiple solutions, but missing or mistaken analysis

4. Multiple solutions, but superficial analysis
5. Multiple solutions with insightful analysis
IVb   Single Solution Analysis

1. Significant mistakes or omissions

2. Good presentation of a solution

3. Good presentation of a solution and some superficial analysis

4. Good presentation of analysis covered in text or class

5. Insightful analysis
V  Ethical Considerations

1.  Does not appear to understand the ethical problem inherent in the situation

2. Expresses only one position with little support

3. Presents several positions, but with little or no evidence or arguments

4. Good presentation of common positions with known arguments and evidence

5. Presents innovative and effective arguments for and against more than one position

VI  Oral and written communication

When possible should provide separate scores for oral and for written communication

1. Communication is difficult to understand

2. Clear, but superficial

3. Good description of concerns, but missing, or incorrect arguments

4. Good description of concerns and some arguments

5. Good description of concerns and insightful arguments
